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If you are staying in University Managed Residences, or in our off campus residence at Ovingdean Hall College, this information may be of use to you.
University Managed placements:
IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING RENT PAYMENTS:  
You will not be allocated a room unless you have paid your £2000 Accommodation Confirmation Payment to Study Group due one month before the start of the course.  This money will be transferred to the university on your behalf to secure your room.  You will be expected to set up an online payment plan within your induction week – staff will be available to help with this.  Please be aware that your first instalment of rent will be due during your first month.  

Sponsored students must set up a payment plan on arrival – the first instalment will be due immediately (guideline amount: £500-£600 depending on room type and tenancy length).
Your room will be reserved until Wednesday 11th January 2012.  If you have not arrived by this date, your reserved room will be re-allocated.  You will have to re-apply for accommodation when you arrive, and availability at this stage cannot be guaranteed.  You may be required to pay from the start of the tenancy, even if you arrive late into term.

If you have provided the IAC with your expected arrival date, which is beyond the 11th January, the room will be held for you, at your expense up until Monday 23rd January at the latest.  Please note that your room will only be held for you if you have paid your £2000 Accommodation Confirmation Payment.

On arrival you should go to the Housing Office, in Bramber House, to get your tenancy agreement.  If you arrive out of hours, or over the weekend, you will need to go to the 24-hour reception area in York House to collect your keys and tenancy agreement.

The type of accommodation you have been allocated, length of the tenancy and weekly rent can be found on the front of your agreement.  This may differ from the prices on the website due to the size of the room, the facilities provided, or annual price increases set by the university.  If you are not happy with your allocation, you can put your name on the ‘swap list’ based in the Housing Office.

Bedding Packs are available to purchase from the University of Sussex.  The pack includes sheets, a duvet cover and a towel.  They are £35 per pack and can be collected from York House on arrival.  If you have your student card with you you do not need to pay up front, as the charge for the bedding pack will be added to your accommodation booking. 

A telephone service and internet access is available from every study bedroom.  You will find information on how to set up access for both in your room when you arrive.
Once in your room you should complete your room inventory, sign it, and give it back to the porter.

If you have not met your Residential Advisor then try to find out who they are. The Residential Advisors are students who are there to help you settle in.  
You will have a talk with a staff member from the Housing Office in your first week, where you will have a chance to ask questions and find out more about what the residences have to offer.

Please note that dependant on your study plan, you may be required to move rooms during your course, and may have to sign separate contracts for each tenancy period.
As all accommodation at Sussex is self-catered, students are required to bring their own kitchen equipment.  To help you on your way, a catering pack can be purchased from the York House reception, currently priced at £30.00
Ovingdean Hall College:
All residence payments will be due to Study Group directly, one month before the start of the course.  Details of the residence and your allocated room type will be outlined on your accommodation confirmation documents.  Payment will include a charge of £25 for a bedding pack, £25 for a crockery pack, £500 refundable accommodation deposit and £500 administration fee, as well as rental charges.
On arrival you will need to sign your tenancy agreement and collect your keys from the main reception.
All rooms will be available from 10am on Saturday 7th January 2012.  
Accommodation facilities
When you arrive we aim to help you to settle in as quickly and as smoothly as possible. We know that when you arrive you may feel anxious that you do not know anyone.  But everyone feels the same, and living in university accommodation you soon get to meet your neighbours.

Living within residences is a great place to meet your neighbours. You will have access to telephones and have broadband internet access, so keeping in touch with family and friends is easy.  There are launderette facilities, along with shops, and other essential services.
Please note that tap water in Britain is safe to drink. But if you prefer, water filters are cheap and readily available at most supermarkets, which you could buy on arrival.
